	Business from the Audience:  Ann Van Osdel, former Mayor of Mosier and currently residing in the Mosier Creek Terrace apartments, spoke about her concerns about the noise impacts of the existing rail road siding.  She said that UPRR’s proposed Double Track project would enable trains to keep moving, instead of stopping in City limits and right below the apartments where she lives.  She said that City Council should consider the concerns of those residents who live near the siding on the east side of town.

	Mosier Water System Plan:  John Grim, City Engineer

John Grim presented a draft of the Mosier Water System Plan that the City received two $20,000 IFA grants to develop.  He explained that the plan is necessary not just to ensure that the City is making wise infrastructure decisions and managing its assets well, but also to prove this to funders so that the City can receive grants and loans for necessary projects.  
Grim has been the City Engineer since 2002.  He was brought in to fix the 2001 Water System Plan that had been poorly developed.  
He talked about the data that he collected for the study:  there is a data discrepancy between the amount of water that the city well produces and the amount that is actually used.  This is probably because of the way that the billing software calculates the usage on a monthly basis.  
Mosier residents use about 260 gallons per household, which is about half of what other Gorge residents use.  Grim talked about the need for Well #5, the City’s proposed back up well, which may one day become the City’s main source of water.  It is not currently known if the source that GSI is looking at within the City limits is sustainable, but it is known that the source of the City’s Well #4, from the Priest Rapids Aquifer, is not sustainable.  
Grim went over the capital improvement projects that the City would be undertaking during the next 20 years, and the funding sources that they would require.  
He also addressed the Mosier Creek sewer and water pipe crossing project that ODOT is pushing the City to pursue.  He will come back to Council when he knows more about the scope and funding sources for that project.

	Team Mosier 3rd Seat Nomination:

Councilor Wallace nominated Acacia Berry to the third seat of the public entity Team Mosier, composed of representatives from the Fire/School/City boards.  Councilor Gries seconded the nomination.  Nomination was approved unanimously.  Councilor Berry will send her bio to Team Mosier and to the City to post on their websites.


	Council Reports:  Councilor Reed reminded Council about Gorge Happiness month and the activities.  Sign up can be done online.  The City Council will host Happiness Month activities during their October meetings.  

Councilor Gries said that she would be at the Mosier School on October 12th and 13th to talk about the impact of Measure 97 on education, and invited Council to talk to her while she is at the school on those days about Measure 97.
