	Mosier’s Urban Forest Management Plan:  Christine Johnson and Katie Lompa, ODF
Johnson showed a powerpoint presentation of the work she has done with Mosier’s Urban Forest Management Plan.  She talked about the value of trees to the community within the urban area, the inventory that she accomplished with Mike Igo’s contributions, and how to manage trees for resiliency and benefits.  She gave advice for Mosier’s future streetscape planning, and will send a notebook of her work which will form the foundation for the Management Plan to City Hall.

	Mosier Double Track Project Presentation:  UPRR
Wes Lujan, Public Affairs; Aaron Hunt, Public Affairs; Luke Baatz, Project Manager and Engineering Design; Ty Wyman, Legal Counsel Land Use Process;  Clint Schelbitzki, Network Planning
UPRR representatives talked about the replacement of the lag screws on the curves through the Gorge corridor, which will be complete on October 15th.  They gave information about the Double Track Project.  The community present had many questions about public health and safety concerns, expecially concerning the commodities carried by the railroad.  There were also questions and concerns about river access, train noise, schedule of inspections, train walls to mitigate against noise, the lag screw replacements.  Lujan said that UPRR plans to build more lube stations on the curves and that UPRR is committed to working with the City on access issues.  Lujan asked the City Council about the Letter of Offer

	Application for Council Vacancy:  Acasia Berry

Councilor Reed made a motion to nominate Acasia Berry to City Council Position #.  Councilor Wallace seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	Construction Activity Restrictions:  UPRR Double Track Restrictions
Consensus was to wait until the Double Track project application has been reviewed through the Gorge Commission before asking staff to work on construction activity restrictions.  Council was interested to hear that these same construction activity restrictions could also cover any quarry activities.



	5.  Mosier Creek Bridge Preservation Project and Mosier Sewer/Water line project:

Brad Dehart, ODOT, contacted Fitzpatrick and Grim that day (September 7th) to inform the City that because the water/sewer pipes are covered with asbestos wrap, the City may have no choice but to have the pipes replaced during the ODOT bridge preservation project.  Grim had prepared a proposal for City Council to approve that allowed him to spend time researching the project, the funding sources, and the feasibility.  

Councilor Reed made a motion to approve John Grim’s proposal.  Councilor Akin seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	6.  Encore Fellows Application:

Fitzpatrick reported that part of Team Mosier’s efforts included a search for help with not just Team Mosier’s projects, but current City Projects.  The Social Venture Partners organization in Portland runs the Encore Fellows program which allows mid-career or post-career professionals to explore other career options, usually in the non profit or local government sectors.  Carrie Pipinich and Fitzpatrick wrote an application to appy for a Fellow.

	7.  Water Master Resignation:
Fitzpatrick reported that Matthew Koerner, City Water Master, resigned the week before.  He has promised to stay on for a few months until the end of December to train the new Water Master.  The City will post the job description in the next few weeks.

	Council Reports:  Councilor Reed asked Council if they would be interested in joining a Happiness Project group and incorporating some of the exercises and meetings into the two October city council meetings.  Council agreed to spend the first 30 minutes of the Council meetings in October on the Happiness Project exercises.  The 2nd and 4th Wednesday Happiness Meetings will meet at the Rack&Cloth.
