Councilor Berry made a motion to approve the City Council meeting minutes.  Councilor Gries seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.

	UPRR Offer Letter 

Mayor Burns briefly outlined the offer. 

Mayor Burns voiced disappointment re: access. 

Councilor A. Berry pointed out the lawyers are not comfortable with wording on indemnification so that will be important.

Mayor Burns also raised concerns about foam testing – talked about working with State to work with DEQ to ask for that testing. Could affect potential new water source.

Councilor A. Berry also pointed out the fence in wrot iron and will be responsible for its maintenance and repair. Ann thought there shouldn’t be any maintenance for a good long time.  

Mayor Burns explained the cash division between the three organizations. 

Restoration is still a bit unclear because we wanted to incorporate the improvement in our ongoing TSP plans. 

Mike Igo is concerned about sentence in offer sheet. Developed Restoration Plan a year ago but not finalized because still unknown how much more will be involved with monitoring wells project. Trees may still be removed and other site disturbance. So open ended project at this point. Says DEQ is final arbitrator of the plan. Igo feels good about that. TSP is holding up plans and lost a growing season already. If that one sentence doesn’t go away, then that’s ok. 

Mayor Burns clarified she was hoping for year-round access which would require work on the boundary between the creek and the road.  This was not given. Access in the form of permission was given a year ago and will be counted as apart of this agreement. 

Councilor M. Berry asked what we would do with that access. Burns replied with camping as an example

Councilor Gries asked for clarification on ‘continuing to work with wasco and cascade locks’ – is there a timeline for that?  Mayor Burns explained Mosier is just one of the communities who are concerned about access. Was promise the CEO made so the hope is that they follow through.  Gries asked about our request for access on Mosier Creek that was part of MOU. Mayor Burns reported UPRR rejected this as well. 

Would like approval in order to move the process forward. 

Councilor M. Berry: there are things I don’t like about it but do you see anything catastrophic? Mayor Burns says foam could be.  But not worth not taking the deal over. Can make sure it’s not a part of indemnification. 
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	Councilor Wallace made a motion that the City Council accept the terms of the UPRR Offer Sheet subject to further negotiation of the release terms, and authorize Team Mosier to negotiate a final agreement with UPRR on behalf of the City, the School and the Fire District according to the terms of the offer sheet and further moved that the City Council authorize Mayor Burns to execute the UPRR offer sheet.  She further moved that the City Council authorize Mayor Burns to execute a final agreement consistent with the terms of the offer sheet on behalf of the City without further action by the City Council.  

Van Osdol seconded the motion.  Motion approved unanimously.

Councilor Wallace made a motion that the City Council accept the recommendation of Team Mosier with respect to the allocation of the $400,000 Mosier Community Fund identified in the UPRR offer sheet.  Councilor Gries seconded.  Motion approved unanimously.

	Quarry Update

Mayor Burns gave an update on ODOT meeting – best use of the quarry. Different parties interested in different outcomes. Testing needs to happen to understand potential use and levels of stabilization. 

Van Osdol used to have set of geographic maps – something like that would be good for making these decisions.

Burns pointed out she was told Mosier is all in landslide zone. 

Wallace commented that the new houses would have had to have structural engineering. Can we see the results from those?  We spent 12 year fighting this and maybe we should go back and look at those original reports. Do you remember when there were 100 trucks, there was a whole report (Spring of 1990) Mike Igo, confirmed there was a report about the land against the cliff ODOT property.

Mosier bluffs has a geotech and seismic study. Will bring into the office.
