Finance Director Wilson said that the artist, Wes Berthold, has adjusted his proposal to reflect the council budget for the project at $820.00.  Councilor Reed made a motion to approve the art installation proposal of the Mushrooms in the Park by Wes Berthold that was adjusted to reflect the budget.  Councilor Gries seconded.
