I Great River, Oregon'’s first green burial center — Rus Hargraves: Presentation on life and death cycle,
lacking closure and permanence. Intentions of tying the living and the dead together and embrace
nature as a green burial and positive connectivity to nature. Presentation to Council prior to County
was just to tie the City into the Valley, as they aren’t independent of one another.

Il. Nick Kraemer gives overview of policy and law-making procedure, quasi-judicial hearings vs. legislative
process. Work completed in 2009 not properly adopted, so throughout the year we will continue to
review and revise our comp plan as recommended incrementally by City Manager.

This is a Public Hearing because we don’t have a Planning Commission. The decision makers are
qualified, there were staff reports, testimony, the audience and public body were all given an
opportunity to speak. The primary purpose to allow for testimony from the audience.

Decision to adopt by ordinance, goes into effect 30 days after adoption, requires two readings.
Other Comp plan policies: Nick Kraemer reviews criteria documentation, explaining the TSP,
recommendation from staff is to adopt the plan- as an element of the comp plan and bring back
zoning ordinances in the future as they are relevant.

otherwise it's each household/business on its own time/dime to participate. | want this to be the gate
opener for comprehensive Trust involvement. | think | mentioned that ASAP we have to get Mike Glass
in this program with his lot for sale across from City Hall. Need his building(s) to be near zero or zero
energy with efficiency/solar hot water?/PV -- unless we can feed the buildings with a community PV
system as noted below.

2) Initially communicate with the Energy Trust PV program manager to talk about a community-sized (1
or more?) larger system(s) approach.

3) Meet with Scott Sorensen next week to evaluate a) community PV system approach, b) building by
building approach - likely far more expensive than the community system approach that also leaves
some buildings out due to no or limited solar access, also leaves out folks without the funds to pay for
individual systems regardless of tax credits/cash incentives, c) review in detail the ODOE Solar RFP that
has lots of questions/issues to address on feasibility to meet the April 22 ODOE RFP deadline, d) weave
in electric car charging with a community-sized PV system that may be the only rational way to provide
the higher voltage/wattage electrical power requirements for vehicle multiple vehicles.

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Donation of Flowering Cherry Trees for Highway 30
by Jeff Miller

Prunus x yedoensis Yoshino Cherry

The same tree planted along Mosier’s 5" Avenue and Tanawashee Place, as well as
Oregon’s Capital Mall in Salem. In Japan Yoshino Cherries are called ‘The National
Flower’. In 1912, the mayor of Tokyo gifted 900 Yoshinos to the USA, which were
planted in Washington D.C. Clusters of small flowers are pale pink in bud and white
when open. Flowers open before green leaves fill-in. Leaves turn lovely yellow and
peach in autumn before falling. Young trees grow very fast and develop thick trunks
quickly. It matures around 25’ x 25’.

CITY OF MOSIER, OREGON

AN ORDINANCE ADOPTING THE
2019 CITY OF MOSIER TRANSPORTATION SYSTEM PLAN (TSP) AND
CORRESPONDING TEXT AMENDMENTS TO THE
CITY OF MOSIER COMPREHENSIVE PLAN

WHEREAS, according the Transportation Planning Rule under OAR 660-012-
0015(3)(a), a local TSP is intended to “establish a system of transportation facilities and
services adequate to meet identified local transportation needs and shall be consistent with
regional TSPs and adopted elements of the State TSP”; and,

WHEREAS, recent growth, coupled with growth anticipated over the 20-year planning
horizon, places demands on the City’s transportation system that necessitate an evaluation
of the City’s transportation needs, services, and facilities; and,

WHEREAS, the City received funding from the state Transportation and Growth
Management Program to develop a TSP under Statewide Planning Goal 12 (Transportation);
and

WHEREAS, the Oregon Department of Transportation (ODOT) contracted with Alta
Planning, a suitably qualified transportation engineering firm, to prepare a TSP for the City
and to conduct a public process, which included the formation of a project advisory committee
and hosting of two public workshops; and

WHEREAS, the Project Advisory Committee, elected officials, and other interested
parties participated in these public workshops and provided input on a draft Transportation
System Plan; and

WHEREAS, notice of proposed amendments to the Comprehensive Plan were

submitted to DLCD 35 days prior to the first public hearing; and



WHEREAS, notice of proposed amendments were posted throughout the City and in
the newspaper 20 days prior to the public hearing held before the City Council on February
20, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the public hearing before City Council was conducted on February 20
2019 to consider all public testimony on the matter. A Staff Report was presented and
incorporated into the record. At the close of that public hearing, there being a quorum present,
the City Council moved unanimously to approve proposed amendments to adopt the 2019

City of Mosier TSP; and

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF MOSIER ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Findings. The City of Mosier hereby adopts as findings of fact the above
recitals and the documents entitled Staff Report attached hereto as Exhibit “A”, and the
document entitled Mosier Transportation System Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit “B”.

Section 2. Order. The City of Mosier hereby adopts the proposed 2019 City of
Mosier Transportation System Plan, including appendices, attached as Exhibit “B”, and
any amendments to the City of Mosier Comprehensive Plan, attached hereto as Exhibit
“A”, and incorporated herein as fully set forth.

Section 3. Staff Directive. Staff is directed to make conforming changes to the
Comprehensive Plan as necessary to incorporate the amendments adopted herein.
Staff is directed to return to the City Council with any conforming amendments to the
Zoning Ordinance and Subdivision Ordinance.

READ FOR THE FIRST TIME this day of 20109.

READ FOR THE SECOND TIME and adopted this day of
2019. This Ordinance shall take effect on the 30th day following the second reading.
